Camp Jabulani is located in a Big 5 Private Game Reserve in Hoedspruit, Limpopo Province (near Greater Kruger National Park), South 
Africa. Daily one hour flights are operated by South African Express between Johannesburg (Oliver Tambo International Airport) and 
Hoedspruit. Complimentary 25 minutes road transfers are provided to/ from Camp Jabulani from/ to Hoedspruit Eastgate Airport (HDS). 
Camp Jabulani is a 5 hour drive from Johannesburg.

Two individual suites are connected by a joint lounge and dining area. Each unit has a massive bedroom with bathroom en-suite 
(including glass enclosed shower), expansive wooden deck, and a private heated plunge pool. One of the suites also has a twin room, 
with private bathroom, for two children sharing.The Villa is sold as an exclusive unit.
The Zindoga Villa is specifically tailored to appeal to smaller groups or families with children of all ages.
Younger guests can enjoy the Team Tusker programme specifically designed for them.
The Villa is serviced by its own dedicated team - including ranger (and private vehicle), chef and butler.

Camp Jabulani offers the ONLY night-time elephant-back safari in the world.
Guests will experience exclusive one-on-one encounters with the Camp Jabulani elephants during walks, their swim-time around a 
waterhole and in their stables.
A visit to the Hoedspruit Endangered Species Centre offers a unique interaction with endangered species, while at the same time 
contributing to their conservation. Clients are able to adopt a cheetah or foster a rhino (other endangered species also available for 
adoption) for a year, and in so doing also assist with the upliftment of impoverished communities in the vicinity.
Hot-air ballooning may be arranged for a spectacular early morning excursion over the reserve. Helicopter flights also available on request.
